(August 19, 1910 – July 28, 1946) is the first Indian woman to be elevated to sainthood. She was beatified by Pope John Paul II in 1986 and decided as a saint by the pope Benedict XVI on March 1, 2008. It was officially declared on October 12, 2008.  She joined the Poor Clare Sisters, but hers was a life of suffering, confined practically to bed till death. A victim of love-she offered herself to Jesus carefully governing every detail of her life by His sweet pleasure.
