A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FATHER BOB:

In today’s gospel, Jesus, knowing how preoccupied we are in whatever we undertake, emphatically tells us that evangelization does not primarily consist in “doing things” but “in being someone” who totally depends on the Lord of the mission.  The person who is already evangelized brings Jesus Christ to his brothers and sisters.  That is why the true missionary in not primarily to be an orgranizer, spending lots of time in planning, discussing and implementing, but rather in trying first to spend a considerable amount of time in prayer and compassion towards others developing a “Christ-like mentality.”  Where are you and I in the evangelization process?  Are we willing to live and witness to the Good News…as individuals AND as a parish community?  Instead of asking “Have you been saved?” perhaps we need to ask: “Do you know that God loves you?”
SAINT OF THE WEEK:  Maria Goretti, virgin and martyr (Tuesday, July 6th)
Died in 1902 at the age of 12; born near Ancona; she was stabbed to death, preferring to die than to be raped; with her mother present, she was canonized in 1950 before the largest crowd ever assembled in Rome for a canonization.  She is the patroness of teenage girls.
