A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FATHER BOB:  
The man in the crowd in today’s gospel reflects a common occurrence within our Caribbean experience. The man says to Jesus: “Master, tell my brother to give me a share of our inheritance.”  Jesus responds with some words of wisdom, and then falls back on his rabbinic training sharing a parable.  How many situations do we know within our own Caribbean context where families, brothers and sisters, have been divided, separated, alienated from each other due to the issue over their “inheritance”….what they feel is “owed” to them from their parents’ possessions.  I have seen this over and over played out in the issue of how the “land” will be divided up.  Parents’ deepest, most cherished, hopes and desires are to see their children getting on together…being there for each other….and what happens?  We as human beings fail; greed takes over, and much anger and hostility develops.  And what does Jesus remind us of at the end of the parable?  He reminds each of us of what happens when we “store up treasure for ourselves instead of becoming rich in the sight of God.”  What possessions am I “obsessed” with? 
SAINT OF THE WEEK:  John MaryVianney (Wednesday, August 4th)
(8 May 1786 - 4 August 1859) was a French parish priest who in the Catholic Church is venerated as a saint and as the patron saint of all priests. He is often referred to as the "Curé d'Ars". He became internationally notable for his priestly and pastoral work in his parish because of the radical spiritual transformation of the community and its surroundings. Catholics attribute this to his saintly life, mortification, his persevering ministry in the Sacrament of Confession, and his ardent devotion to the Blessed Virgin Mary and Saint Philomena.
