A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FATHER BOB:
Today’s gospel reminds us of the echoes of the passion where Peter denied Jesus THREE TIMES!  In the story today, Peter exclaims to Jesus that he loves him, THREE TIMES!    Jesus tells Peter to FEED his lambs…to LOOK AFTER his sheep…and to FEED his sheep…then “FOLLOW ME.”  How many times do you and I tell Jesus we love him, but do not show it through concrete actions…by feeding Jesus’ people…looking after his people?  If we truly understand today’s gospel, then we must become Jesus’ hands…his feet…his heart.  We as Catholic Christians must live out the corporal works of mercy.  Do we remember them?
