A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FATHER BOB:
Today, we celebrate “Divine Mercy Sunday.”  In regards to an explanation we read: The Feast of Divine Mercy, celebrated on the Octave of Easter (the Sunday after Easter Sunday), is a relatively new addition to the Roman Catholic liturgical calendar. Celebrating the Divine Mercy of Jesus Christ, as revealed by Christ Himself to Saint Maria Faustina Kowalska, this feast was extended to the entire Catholic Church by Pope John Paul II on April 30, 2000, the day that he canonized Saint Faustina.
So, what does it mean for us?  It reminds us of the necessary mercy in the vocation of being a Catholic Christian.  Each one of us is the blessed recipient of God’s mercy, no matter what we have done…and we are reminded that WE TOO must show mercy.  Many times, we as human beings through hurt, frustration, arrogance, confusion, or simply what I call “spiritual” apathy fail to extend mercy to others…we say we “forgive” but we DO NOT FORGET!  
In the Resurrection story of the gospel today, we hear Jesus say: “Peace be with you.”  Perhaps the first step in showing others mercy is for each of us to re-echo those words with all people we meet:  “Peace be with you.”  Four simple words…but definitely four hard words to truly act out! A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FATHER BOB:

The voices come at them through their music, on the internet, from their cell phones, from their peers, in the movies they watch, and in the various games they play.  Do you and I actually recognize Jesus’ voice amongst all of these other voices in the world?  DO WE WANT TO RECOGNIZE HIS VOICE?  Many of us need to first admit, and reconcile a certain attitude which does not want to be open to the voice which speaks the truth, or speaks what is best for us…or the voice that will say what we do not want to hear, even though it is the right thing…the voice of constructive criticism…the voice of reason…the voice of wisdom…or the voice of compassion.  Dear people, let us open our ears and hearts to truly hear the voice of the Good Shepherd in each of our lives!
SAINT OF THE WEEK:  APRIL 29th  Catherine of Siena
Catherine died in 1380; she was a Dominican, tertiary, mystic, author and peacemaker within the Church and renewer of religious life.  She was declared a doctor of the Church in 1970 and patroness of Italy and co-patroness of Europe.  A true woman of courage, commitment, and scholarship.

A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FATHER BOB:
Jesus tells us very directly in the gospel today: “I give you a new commandment: love one another; you must love one another just as I have loved you.  It is by your love for one another, that everyone will recognize you as my disciples.”  Unfortunately, the word “love” in the English language is somewhat impoverished:  we use the same word “love” to say I “love” you as a friend…I “love” ice cream…and I “love” you romantically…the same word in which Jesus says to “love” one another.  Even with such an overused and often meaningless word, we have to come to terms with the word, “love.”  If we do not “love” ourselves (feel good about who we are, with a healthy self-esteem) we will definitely find it hard to “love” others, and to even “love” God, or to be able to feel God’s “love” for us.  How many of our women stay within abusive relationships because they say they “love” the man; and how many of our women stay in some of these same relationships because the man says he “loves” them.  1 Corinthians 13 reminds you and I what the “love” Jesus is speaking about should look like…we often hear it at weddings:  “Love” is patient…it is kind…it does not put on airs…what about “love” in my life?  Can I truly obey Jesus’ commandment to love one another?  Or, am I still struggling with that word “love”?
SAINT OF THE WEEK:  Monday, May 3rd the Apostles Philip and James
Philip was from Bethsaida; among the first disciples called by Jesus; martyred on a cross.
James the son of Alphaeus and cousin or “brother of the Lord” was the leader of the Jerusalem Church; he was believed to be have been beaten or stoned to death for the faith.  He is the patron of the dying.
OF THIS AND THAT:
Please start thinking of a young person or a young couple that could become the youth minister(s) for our parish.  We need someone who would be committed to spending a few years within that ministry; the parish would send the person or couple for various youth leader courses/seminars.  The person must be someone who is respected by the youth, but can also stand for what is right and lead the youth with solid Catholic doctrine and leadership skills.  We would want someone who could work along with the Formation Team of our parish (catechetic and religious formation in the schools) to help develop a comprehensive formation program for all three churches.  The position would be salaried.  
In the same area of discussion, parents and parish leaders start to consider sending some of our youth to Tortola for the Diocesan Youth Jamboree in July, and we must start organizing for World Youth Day to be held in Spain, August 2011.  More details will be forthcoming in the weeks ahead.
REFLECTION: If you want to be distressed, look within.  If you want to be defeated, look back.  If you want to be distracted, look around.  If you want to be dismayed, look before.  If you want to be delivered, look to Christ.  If you want to be delighted, look up.  If you want to be happy, look after others.  (Anonymous)

In 1873 he began his work on the island of Moloka’i with the colony of over 800 lepers.  He himself became a leper in 1885 but was known as man of intense interior life and deep simplicity.  He was just recently recognized as a saint within the church.  He remarked:  “I make myself a leper with the lepers, to gain all for Jesus Christ.”  Who are our modern day lepers?  And do we have the courage to reach out to them with compassion?
