SAINT OF THE WEEK:  May 10th  Damien of Moloka’i
Damien de Veuster died on April 15th, 1889 at the age of 49.  A Belgian who joined the Fathers of the Sacred Hearts of Jesus and Mary arrived in Honolulu on March 19th, 1864.  In 1873 he began his work on the island of Moloka’i with the colony of over 800 lepers.  He himself became a leper in 1885 but was known as man of intense interior life and deep simplicity.  He was just recently recognized as a saint within the church.  He remarked:  “I make myself a leper with the lepers, to gain all for Jesus Christ.”  Who are our modern day lepers?  And do we have the courage to reach out to them with compassion?
