A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FATHER BOB:  
In today’s Gospel, Jesus reminds us that we have a choice between TWO DOORS: a narrow door that leads to life, and a wide door that leads to entire loss and utter destruction.  We are reminded that many in the world take the wide door because it is the easiest…it is the one of least resistance…of least trouble.  The narrow door indicates a life of difficulties, inconveniences, and sufferings, while the wide door stands for a life of ease, comfort and enjoyment.  Yes, we want an enjoyable and comfortable life, but at what expense at times?  How many sins (greed, dishonesty, extortion, violence, bribery, immorality) are WE tempted to commit in our blind rush for a comfortable life, and in a quest that is NEVER fully satisfied?  When we look at the rise of violence within our community, throughout the region, and in our world as a whole, we are reminded from Jesus in the Gospel today that the way to salvation is through the narrow door: a life of focus, hard work and concern for others.  Let us aim now as individuals, as a parish, and a church to go through the door Jesus calls us to…let us take a deep breath, turn, and aim to get through that narrow door!
