 Saint of the week
Saint Josephine Bakhita, virgin (Monday, February 8th) Josephine was born around 1869 in Sudan and raised in the Islamic faith. She was kidnapped around the age of 7 by slave traders.  One of her owners sent her to live with the Canossian Sisters where she learned about the Catholic faith, was given her freedeom, eventually was baptized and entered the Sisters' community. She died in 1947, and John Paul II canonized her as the first Sudanese saint and as a model of reconciliation and freedom in October, 2000.
