NEW PASTOR APPOINTED FOR PARISH
Bishop Luis Secco has appointed Fr. Robert Johnson, SVD to serve as the next pastor of our parish. He will arrive in St. Maarten on January 15, 2010 to begin his new pastoral assignment. As an American-born Divine Word Missionary, he has served in Antigua since his ordination in 1992. He is 46 years old. Fr. Johnson was proposed by Fr. Mark Weber, the Chicago-based Provincial Superior of the Divine Word Missionaries, to succeed Fr. Thomas. Although Fr. Thomas’ contract with the diocese expired on November 7th, he has been asked to remain on as pastor until Fr. Johnson arrives in January. He will then work with Fr. Johnson for several weeks to guarantee a smooth period of pastoral transition. Fr. Thomas who arrived in St. Maarten in 2005 will be 72 in April and looks forward to semi-retirement. 

ST. MARTIN OF TOURS
The church in Philipsburg has a wonderful painting that depicts the life of St. Martin (317-397). One sees that it is divided into three parts. He was a Roman soldier who gave half of his cloak to a beggar who turned out to be Christ. He was so moved that he converted to Christianity and became a hermit. During that time he was recognized for his holiness and so was elected bishop of the Diocese of Tours in France in 371.
