A Minute or Less with Fr. Bob
Have you ever noticed in life that there are times with focus on the number “3”: the Trinity etc.? Well, I have “three” things to reflect on today: Scriptures, our Liturgical Year, and Sacraments! 
Scriptures: our gospel today centers around the “Beatitudes.” Beatitude literally means “happiness” or “blessedness.” The Beatitudes are Jesus’ way of happiness/blessedness. But, this demands a conversion of heart in each of us! It demands we look at our own “attitudes.” What kind of attitude do I have as a Catholic Christian? As an adult? A young person? A child? The season of Lent is the perfect time for us to look at aiming at positive attitudes….the “be” attitudes! 
The liturgical Year: We begin the Season of Lent this coming Wednesday, “Ash” Wednesday. It is a day of universal fast and abstinence. Let this season of Lent be a time for conversion through fasting, prayer and almsgiving. Take advantage of the various celebrations in the parish, especially our Parish Mission which will be led by Fr. George Williams. 
Finally, Sacraments: today (Sunday) is World Marriage Day. Let us pray for all married couples, especially those in our parish, that their vocation will continue to grow and strengthen…..thanks to all our married couples who mirror God’s love for His peoples!

LENTEN SCHEDULE
Since Lent begins this Wednesday plan to come to one of the Masses. Ashes will be distributed afterwards. The time for the four Masses are:
7am at Simpson Bay  Noon at Philipsburg  7:30pm at South Reward   and 7:30pm at Philisburg
Stations of the Cross will begin this Friday and every Friday at 7:30pm in both Philipsburg and South Reward. 
Fr. George Williams, the Administrator of the Holy Family Cathedral in Antiqua, will be our preacher for our Lenten Parish Mission to be held on the evenings of March 9th, 10th , and 11th. Mark your calendars and watch for further details. 
Abstinence (when no meat is to be eaten) is to be observed by all Catholics who are 14 years of age and older. The days of abstinence are: Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and the Fridays of Lent. Fasting is to be observed by all Catholics between the ages of 18-59 (inclusive). On days of fasting, one full meal is allowed. The two smaller meals taken during the day should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not allowed, liquids are allowed. Try it …it will draw you closer to God.
This Season of Lent 2010, Pope Benedict’s message for us centers around the theme of “Justice.” “The justice of God has been manifested through faith in Jesus Christ.” What does this mean for me?
