DIOCESAN PASTORAL PLAN

On the evening of June 29th some 40 parishioners gathered in the Parish Center to hear presentations about the implementation of the Pastoral Plan. The speakers included Bishop Secco and six Vicars from Curacao. The areas covered were: evangelization, spirituality and union, planning and structure, formation, and liturgy. The talks addressed concerns and challenges that face both the diocese and individual parishes in the coming years. We were also informed that the Matrimonial Tribunal of the diocese is again "up and running" and that in the coming months the diocesan offices (Curia) will be moving to a renovated building near the cathedral in Curacao. 

Tuesday morning, July 30th, a meeting was held for the priests of the SSS islands (Saba, Statia and St. Maarten) and select parish representatives. Mr. Claudwick Peterson, Parish Council President, had been selected by the diocese to represent our parish. Present also were the three priests presently assigned to our parish. Although some initiatives have been undertaken to implement the Pastoral Plan in our parish, work will begin in full earnest (now that we have the English edition of the document), in August--after the much appreciated vacation time. We look forward to the participation of parish members in the full implementation of our Diocesan Plan: Mission 2008-2011.
