A MINUTE OR LESS WITH FR. BOB:
I would like to encourage all of us that when we come into church late, we find the right moment to find a sit or move around.  When the priest is praying, when the lector is reading, WHEN THE CONSECRATION IS TAKING PLACE, we should wait patiently and  reverently to then move perhaps between readings, after the opening prayer as people are sitting down, or right as the offertory collection is beginning.  Let us become more aware of the liturgical rhythms of our Mass, and find the appropriate time to move around.

-The statue of St. Martin of Tours, our parish patron saint, is getting close to being casted.  It will be a unique statue, depicting St. Martin as a bishop offering his cloak to all of us. Many times, Martin is depicted riding on his horse, cutting his cloak and sharing it with the beggar.  It was from that moment followed by a dream that Martin enters the catechumenate to become a Christian. Our parish statue will take a different moment in Martin’s life, after he is a bishop, offering the cloak he gave the beggar to each of us, so that we might also share it with others. -SAINT OF THE WEEK: Paul Miki and companions, martyrs (Monday, February 6th)
Paul Miki, a Jesuit scholastic and his twenty-five companions, including two other Jesuits, six Franciscans, fifteen tertiaries, and two laymen, were crucified by order of the ruler Hideyoshi, February 5th, 1597 at Nagasaki; among them the Mexican, Felipe de Jesus, first martyr from the Americas to be beatified; protomartyrs of the Far East (canonized in 1862 by Pope Pius IX).
