YOUTH NEWS:

CATECHETICAL NEWS: (Contact the Center for Catechesis, Mrs. Bernadine Van Veen.  Her new parish office is now on the second floor of the parish hall.  As Mrs. Van Veen will be away with the World Youth Day Pilgrims, contact the parish office from August 9th until August 22nd for any catechetical concerns.
-RCIA Classes to begin in September, 2011.  These classes are for those adults who desire to become Roman Catholic.
-First Holy Communion:  All Catholic children in non-Catholic schools in Grade 3 (Group 5) and up.
-Confirmation (two year program) for all Roman Catholic youth  in secondary schools, who have made their First Holy Communion.
May this preparation time for the Sacraments be a blessing to them and to  their  families.
For the first time in our parish, we will be offering:
-Post-Communion Course for children who have made their First Communion during the months of May and June, 2011.  An exciting program will be offered to them to continue their faith formation.
-Post-Confirmation Class for youths who have been confirmed in June, 2011.  The program will help our youth to deepen their faith, and help them to be more active in the parish.  Fathers Bob and Manuel are coordinating this program.  
-A Repeat class (one year) for Confirmation: for all those who have been in the program last scholastic year, but have not been confirmed last June for whatever reason.
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
