The blind man in the Gospel actually sees more clearly than those who have physical sight; and Jesus then sought the man out.  Jesus will truly seek us out, too, when we are willing to acknowledge and overcome our own blindness’s.
*The Gospel of the Fourth Sunday readings centers around the famous prodigal son story. It is a story of reconciliation! In what ways do we need to seek reconciliation in our own lives?  With loved ones…with past hurts or memories…with low self esteem…with God’s creation…with our own bodies?  Let us turn to celebrate and rejoice when we, too, come back to life!
