SAINT OF THE WEEK:  Tuesday, March 23rd
Toribio de Mogrovejo, bishop.  Toribio died in 1606.  As archbishop of Lima, he presided over the III Council of Lima (1583); established the first seminary in the Americas; sought to alleviate poverty among the native population, and was the contemporary of Rose of Lima.  He is the patron of Latin American bishops.

Each of the three Scrutinies that we are celebrating with our catechumens in the parish center around people encountering Jesus.  In the First Scrutiny, it was the Samaritan woman at the well.  The Second Scrutiny brought forth the blind man.  In the Third Scrutiny today, we witness the encounter between Jesus, Martha, Mary and their brother Lazarus.  In this story today, we glimpse and partake in perhaps the most hope-filled part of our faith: new life through the resurrection of Jesus.  In the many experiences of dying, death and grief that I have encountered (including my own parents’ deaths) I understand the human condition of crying, mourning, grieving and even depression.  But if we truly believe and live out today’s gospel with Jesus and Lazarus, we must be CONVINCED that for us as Christians death does not end our life…it brings new life!  I hope and pray that as we prepare for the coming days of Holy Week and the Passion, that we can be truly understand what the Resurrection will mean for us at the Easter Vigil and on Easter Sunday.  “Untie him”, Jesus told them, “and let him go free.”  Hopefully, we, too, can be untied from our human grief, loss and abandonment…so we, too, can go free!
